Matters for Discussion

3.1       Sports

Cllr Osben reported she was still pursuing quotes for replacing equipment in the enclosed children’s play area at King’s Field. She pointed out that a lot of playground equipment was not readily available through suppliers based in the UK which was creating difficulties in obtaining the necessary three quotes.
